Lack of Strife

Reach a decision without arguing

Consider the alternatives & pick the best one

Expert Opinion

Person with most experience or knowledge gives expert advice

Other party goes with the experts decision

Survival of the fittest

Both parties are convinced their opinion is the correct one

Battle out the decision until one weakens

Whichever one lasts the longest wins

Manipulation

One party forces the other to agree by offering or refusing certain favours

i.e. money, gift, promotion, peace and quiet

Logic vs Emotion 
One party is better at a logical argument / the other at an emotional one

Decision goes in favour of the one who performs best

Default

One party feels strongly about the subject, the other doesn’t

Decision is made by the one who feels strongest

Open door / Closed door

A favourite among Christians

If the door is ‘open’ the answer is yes, if ‘closed’ it is no

*Problem with this method occurs when an open door suddenly closes. Is the Lord closing the door or is it the enemy? Should you consider the closed door a ‘no’ or do you battle with the enemy to reopen it? If a closed door suddenly opens, is the Lord saying ‘it’s ok now’, or is the enemy drawing you into a trap?’

Compromise

Each party presents their own opinion or desire

Reach compromise answer halfway between the two extremes
